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1. Language

All manuscripts should be written in English

1. Format
1) A4 size paper (all margins should be 30mm size) is used for typing or pasting the manuscript within the printing area (150mm in width, 237mm in length). 
2) The page numbers of manuscript must be at the center of the bottom of each page and should be given to the manuscript for the first screening review only. 
2. Pages limit
1) Manuscript must be of 6 to 10 pages, including title, text, figures, tables, etc.

2) Manuscript longer than 10 pages will not be accepted
3. Composition
The manuscripts should be prepared in the following order:

1) A concise and informative title 
2) The name(s) of the author(s)
3) The affiliation(s) of the author(s) 

4) The e-mail address of the corresponding author
5) Abstracts (around 250 words), Keywords (3 to 6) 
6) Main body (figures, tables)
7) Notes (if any), References, Quotations.
4. Text Formatting
1) Lay out each page with one column and 45 lines.
2) Single spacing between lines, double-spacing at the end of each chapter, sub-chapter, and/or section. 

3) Use “Times New Rome” for the font. Title should be 14 point size and others in 12 point as a general rule.
4) Be careful to use some specially designed letters or characters for correct print in different computer system. 
5) Make at least single spacing at the end of each chapter.
5. Headings

1) Please use the decimal system of headings with no more than three levels.

6. Abbreviations

Abbreviations should be defined at first mention and used consistently thereafter.

7. Figures, Tables, Photos 

1) Papers are printed in black and white. All figures, tables, and photos should be clear and legible for copy. Please do not send color versions of figures.
2) Figures, tables and photos must be numbered using Arabic numerals sequentially. The table title should explain clearly and concisely the components of the table.
3) Tables should always be cited in text in consecutive numerical order. 
4) It is the author's responsibility to obtain any necessary copyright permission (including permissions for web publication) for figures and photographs and to fulfill the copyright holder's requests for payment or copies of the paper.
5) Identify any previously published material by giving the original source in the form of a reference at the end of the table heading.

8. Acknowledgments 

Acknowledgments of people, grants, funds, etc. should be placed in a separate section before the reference list. The names of funding organizations should be written in full.
9. Notes, Reference  

1) Footnotes on the title page are not given reference symbols. Footnotes to the text are numbered consecutively; those to tables should be indicated by superscript lower-case letters (or asterisks for significance values and other statistical data).

2) Reference list entries should be alphabetized by the last names of the first author of each work. Following are the examples of the reference list. 
◊ Journal article
· Author(s)(Christian year of publication), Title, Journal’s name, Volume      number, Page number(s) of reference.
◊ Independent book
· Author(s)(Christian year of publication), Book’s name, Page number(s) of    reference, Publisher’s name.
◊ Book chapter
· Author(s)(Christian year of publication), Paper’s name, Editor’s name, Book’s name, Page number(s) of reference, Publisher’s name. 
◊ URL: 
- Author(s), Producer(s), Page title, Language, Address (mandatory in the   case of on-line use), latest accessed date.
10. Submission
1) Manuscripts should be submitted in MS Word file for proceedings editing.
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
